 Must have been or be real. 

 Must have been or be known primarily for their formal writing as opposed to informal correspondence, speeches, 

or personal achievements.  Scholars on the Ballot Selection Committee will determine the final list based on the 

intellectual and literary quality of nominees’ works. 

 Religious philosophers and theologians are eligible, but persons who founded particular religions will not be 

considered.
